High performance coastal cruising catamaran RCD
Category A.

Female moulded, vacuumed bagged foam sandwich
composite using isothalic resin and multi-axial glass
finished with white gel coat on external surfaces. Copper
coat antifouling. Interior hull bulkheads painted with side
and headlining finished with timber trims.

D12CR2 can be sailed single-handed or fully crewed. The
control lines are lead back to the helmsman’s position for
easy trimming. There is twin wheel steering, one on each
hull to maximise control. Centrally there’'s a semi open
cockpit with an option for a canopy cover to protect the
seating area which can be used under sail. The canopy is
below the height of the bridgdeck salon which prevents
increased windage and keeps clear vision for the helm.
The Bridgedeck canopy also has stylish forward facing
ports for good vision and ventilation in the saloon. There
are two deck hatches positioned on the main beam for
anchor stowage, windless and fender storage.

The T foil rudders are semi-balanced and strong enough
to beach the boat whilst protecting the sail drives and
props. The Dagger boards are symmetric and can be
adjusted from the helm positions.

D12CR2 has an 18m-carbon mast, boom and fixed
spinnaker pole. Dyform and 1-19 wire rigging and Dyna
One halyards to prevent stretch. An aluminium mast
option is available.

D12CR2 has a fully battened tri-radial cut Mylar main sail.
Foresail options are between Genoa and staysail jib.
Downwind sails include a choice of either a furling Mylar
Code 0 or asymmetric spinnaker set up on separate
sheets and halyards allowing peel manoeuvres.

The D12CR2 has twin 13hp Yanmar inboard diesel
engine with sail drives and three bladed Gori props.

The D12CR2 has a main saloon with access through
sliding doors on deck. The saloon seats six round a large
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table which features a central storage compartment. The
hulls are accessed through the salon giving access to the
galley and navigation station. The galley is on the
starboard side and includes a sink with pressurized hot
and cold running water, hob, fridge and plenty worktop
and storage space. Opposite in the other hull is the
navigation area including a full size chart table with
storage underneath for books and charts. The systems
compartment for the batteries and electronics is easily
accessed through the seat back. Like the galley the
navigation station also has a 2-meter seat, which can
double up as a single berth with stowage for food and
equipment underneath. Aft in the hulls there are two
double master cabins with large berths position on the
bridge deck height allowing for further storage and
seating in the hulls. The escape hatches are cleverly
recessed underneath the Dberths. Forward in the
starboard hull there is a single bunk with a seat and
locker space. The port side has the heads with black and
grey water tanks. Sink with a shower tap and plenty of hot
and cold running water.

In either open deck sports or full bridgdeck versions; kits
to complete boats built to your specifications.
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
